The more than 45,000 members of FAA Credit Union will receive the funds by direct deposit into their savings accounts with the amounts reflected on their year-end statements. Accountholders with most types of loans will receive a two-percent rebate on any interest paid in 2010 and most accountholders will earn a two-percent bonus on dividends earned during the year.
